What Happened; 

On 27th October 2011 at Crawley, two diamond tipped disc cutter blades failed whilst cutting Class B bricks.  

The blades are manufactured by SPECTRUM and are from the Maestro series ref TCX20 the blades are 300mm 
diameter and from Batch No: 70367193. 
 
A similar incident occurred on the 7th July 2011 at Long Reach STW with a Maestro series ref TCX15 230mm 
blade.
